Please have your recommender address the following points in their letter of recommendation:
1. How long you have known the applicant.

2. Explain how you know the applicant.

3. Tell why you are qualified to give a recommendation for the applicant.
4. Select a few positive qualities that the applicant possesses and write about them.

5. Describe a key accomplishment achieved by the applicant and write about it. Tell how the applicant approached it and handled key challenges.
